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Executive Summary

The performance of Arab foreign trade in goods and services
did not differ from the global one, as it plummeted by 3.7%
to hit roughly $3.4 trillion in 2023, due to the drop in the
value of merchandise trade by 7.2% to $2.61 trillion, in spite
of the hike in services trade by 9.8% to $785 billion. A set of
core results can be drawn from the analysis of the
performance of merchandise trade in Arab countries, mainly
coming as follows:

e The share of Arab merchandise trade fell to 5.4% of the
world’s total merchandise trade, and to 12.9% of the total
merchandise trade in developing countries in 2023.

e Merchandise exports in the Arab region nosedived by
13.4% in 2023 to hit $1.4 trillion, while Arab
merchandise imports grew by 1.6% to $1.2 trillion.

e The surplus of the merchandise balance in Arab countries
dropped by 50.8% to hit around $232.1 billion in 2023 (a
drop of $240 billion compared to 2022), owing to the fall
in exports of fuel, raw materials and minerals.

o The field of
merchandise trade in the Arab region continued in 2023,

geographical concentration in the
as four Gulf countries, Egypt and Iraq accounted for
78.5% of the total Arab merchandise trade for 2023, with
the UAE alone having had more than 35% of the total.

e Raw materials of all kinds continued to make up the
largest share of merchandise exports in Arab countries by
more than 74% during 2023, as fuel exports alone
accounted for 58% of the total. Manufactured goods
continued to represent the largest share of the total
imports of Arab countries with a share of more than 63%
in 2023.

e As for trade partners, the region’s top 10 exporting
countries to the region accounted for about 55% of the
total merchandise imports of Arab countries, while the
top 10 importing markets made up 57.5% of Arab
merchandise exports in 2023. China maintained its lead
as the Arab region’s top trading partner.

e The value of intra-Arab merchandise trade rose by 4.1%
to $223.2 billion during 2023, making up 8.5% of the
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total Arab merchandise trade, and four Gulf countries and
Egypt had about 75.5% of the total with $168.5 billion.
Intra-regional exports also went up by 9.7% to around
$259.9 billion, accounting for 18.3% of the total Arab
merchandise exports for 2023.

e Regarding Arab trade performance indicators during
2023, the Arab performance declined in the indicators of
trade openness, propensity to export, export diversity and
terms of trade exchange in conjunction with growing
reliance on imports. But it advanced in the indicators of
export concentration, the merchant fleet, and the liner
shipping connectivity during the same year.

e Based on International Monetary Fund (IMF) estimates,
Arab trade in goods and services is expected to grow by
2.6% to exceed $3 trillion in 2024, buoyed by
expectations of a hike in imports by 6.1% and an Arab
GDP growth rate of 2.6%, along with forecasts of a surge
in the value of trade in services in the region.

Given the escalation of political tensions in 2024 over the
situation in Gaza, Lebanon, Yemen and Sudan, together with
the continued reflections of the Russian-Ukrainian war and
the escalation of conflicts in several world regions, as well as
climate change and its effect on productive capacities, Arab
countries’ trade benefits are still contingent on available
opportunities of intra-Arab trade. They also hinge upon the
countries’ ability to diversify their exports, cut their sectoral

In this context, the Corporation whose operations will hit $32
