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The Arab Investment & Export Credit
Guarantee Corporation (Dhaman) was
established in Kuwait in 1974 as a pan-
Arab institution that is owned by the
governments of Arab states and four
Arab financial institutions. Dhaman’s
objectives are to:

“Dhaman” concluded 4 insurance contracts and 5 appendices
worth $49.25 million in August 2024

The Corporation concluded 4 insurance -
contracts in August 2024, including 3 for
insurance of financial institutions and one for
export credit insurance, in addition to five
insurance appendices valued at $49.25
million. During the same period, the
Corporation received 66 export credit and
trade finance insurance requests from
companies and banks in seven Arab countries
and two foreign ones at a value of $252
million. It also received seven trade finance

inquiries worth $128.4 million.
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“Dhaman” contacted Berne and Aman unions, and national
and international guarantee agencies in August 2024

The Corporation communicated with a number of
exporters, investors, financial institutions, national and
international guarantee bodies, business partners and
insurance brokers in Kuwait and several Arab and
foreign countries in August 2024. The goal was to
promote various types of export credit, investment and
trade finance insurance contracts. Several new insurance
offers and contracts were also issued.

Furthermore, the Corporation contacted a number of
Arab, international and foreign guarantee agencies,
global and multilateral financial institutions to look into
joint insurance and reinsurance operations and
cooperation in various fields. Apart from several
international and multilateral financial institutions, it
also contacted Berne Union and Aman Union to tackle
matters pertinent to insurance industry and both unions’
activities.

“Dhaman”: Arab countries attracted 461 foreign projects
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worth $163 billion in the chemicals sector over 22 years

Low risks and high incentives for investment
in four Arab countries in 2024 according to Fitch Rating

The Arab Investment & Export Credit Guarantee Corporation
(Dhaman) revealed that the chemicals sector attracted 461 projects
implemented by 313 foreign and Arab companies with Capex of
more than $163 billion during the period between January 2003
and June 2024, i.e. nearly 22 years.

In its second sectoral report on petrochemicals and chemicals
sector in Arab countries for 2024, issued by the corporation at its
headquarters in the State of Kuwait On August 11, 2024, Dhaman
said five Arab countries, notably UAE, Saudi Arabia, Egypt,
Morocco and Qatar attracted 352 projects, making up 76% of the
total, with Capex of more than $120 billion, accounting for 73.8%
of the total, creating 68.5 thousands jobs, representing 68.4%.

The report covers four main pillars of the sector: 1- the evolution
and future of the petrochemical sector capacity until 2028,
2- foreign trade in chemicals for
2023, 3- foreign projects in the
sector, 4- assessment of the sector’s
investment and business risks. It
showed that the U.S. took the lead
as the most important investor in
the Arab region in the chemicals
sector with 85 projects, making up
18% of the total, and Capex of
$56.2 billion, representing 34%.

The report noted that the top 10
companies accounted for roughly
15% of the number of new
projects, 42.5% of the Capex, and
32.2% of the new jobs created. The
American Dow Chemical came
first in the number of projects and
Capex with 11 projects and Capex
exceeding $23 billion, accounting
for 14.1% of the total, while
Chevron Philipps Chemical was
ranked first in the number of new
jobs by creating over 6,000 jobs,
representing 6.2% of the total.
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Regarding investment and business
risks and incentives in the
petrochemical sector in six Arab
countries according to Fitch Rating
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through two main

indicators: risks of (country) and (industry) and incentives of
(country) and (industry). Based on the indicator’s 2024 results,
Saudi Arabia was at the front of the list as the best Arab country
due to lower risks and higher incentives in the petrochemical
sector, followed by UAE, Qatar and Egypt respectively, while
Algeria was at the tail end.

The report predicted a slight rise in the Arab region’s
petrochemical production capacity to 167.4 million tons per
annum in 2024, accounting for around 12.1% of the global total.
Yet, it is forecast to keep hiking by 30.7% to 219 million tons
annually by 2028.

The report expected the Arab region’s ethylene production
capacity to stand at 27.3 million tons per annum in 2024, making
up roughly 12% of the global total, amid
forecasts of a 57% rise to 42.8 million tons
annually by 2028. The annual propylene
production capacity of Arab countries is
also anticipated to stand at 7.8 million tons

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WTO issues a report on tariffs in 170

countries

The World Trade Organization (WTO)
issued the World Tariff Profiles
2024 covering 170 countries and
customs territories. This year's edition
highlights tariffs on critical minerals
vital to the electric vehicle (EV) value
chain, particularly cobalt, graphite, and
lithium.

The report concluded that the tariff
escalation was one of the factors that
barred many developing economies
from moving to high-value products in
this field. It indicated that tariffs
imposed on finished goods are often
the highest ever, while tariffs on raw
materials are lower than on processed
materials.

IMF: FDI fragmentation in some
countries is due to security curbs

The IMF’s report, issued in August 2024,
examines the extent to which FDI has
fragmented across countries, the ways it
has done so. It finds that FDI
fragmentation is not a widespread
phenomenon. Instead, it is circumscribed
in two ways. First, geo-economic
fragmentation has occurred only for
certain industries that likely have strategic
value, including computer manufacturing,
information and communications,
transport, as well as professional, scientific
and  technical  services.  Secondly,
fragmentation appears to be more
pronounced for outward FDI from the US,
notably in a shift of US FDI from China to
advanced Europe and the rest of Asia. It
suggests that fragmentation may be a
response to targeted policies that have
placed curbs on certain types of FDI on
national security grounds.

Agency (MIGA) issued a $23.5 million guarantee to
AMEA Power Ltd. for its investments in Kairouan Solar
Plant in Tunisia. The guarantee covers the risks of transfer
restriction and currency inconvertibility, expropriation,
war and civil disturbance, and breach of contract for 18
years, thus supporting Tunisia’s goal to increase renewable
energy and reduce its reliance on gas imports.

The plant is likely to have a capacity of around 100 MW,
and electricity generated from the project will be sold to
the state-owned enterprise, Sociét¢é Tunisienne de
I’Electricité et du Gaz (STEG), under a 20-year power
purchase agreement.

UAE: Etihad Credit Insurance singed a

The UAE’s Etihad Credit Insurance (ECI) signed a
cooperation agreement with the International Development
Bank (IDB), the largest banking network in Iraq, to

Fitch Ratings expected six European, Middle East and
Africa (EMEA) trade-finance banks to report resilient
operating performance in 2024 despite geopolitical
tensions that could disrupt trade.
